About the Workshop An illustrated lecture will range from Roman Times through
the Renaissance to the present day looking at examples of this remarkable method
of wall painting e This will be followed by a hands-on demonstration showing how
a fresco is constructed e Participants will be able to have hands-on experience
at applying the traditional plaster as it has been done for hundreds of years o
Participants will then receive a small fragment of fresco ‘wall’, to paint on using
traditional pigments and egg tempera ® There will be discussion of what we
understand about how the beautiful wall paintings of Pompeii were made, which
was one of the key research areas at the ltalian school where Sarah trained as a
fresco painter  Join the workshop and be part of the thread from A Day in
Pompeii to finding new meaning and life in creating sensational frescoes in a new
world setting, Melbourne.
